Club Policies and Procedures

Soccer Year

The soccer year is currently defined August 1st through June 31ST. However, the effective soccer year is tryout-to-tryout, usually in June of each year. Players are placed on a roster for that entire year and tryout during the summer for the following age group team.

Teams Selection 

Teams are selected through a player evaluation (Tryout) process.  Players are then placed on a team with players of like ability. Upon selection to a team both players and parents are extended a commitment letter. Acceptance of the commitment letter and a deposit of fees are required to preserve a position on the roster.  

Dual Rostering 
Players registered to play for PASA FC are allowed to register with another team simultaneously.  However, any player that dual roster must give PASA FC priority when there is a conflict.  This means that players must allow adequate time to get their PASA FC game to prepare for the game.  It is not advisable for a player to play for one team and then show up ready to play for another team 10 minutes before kickoff.

Team Roster Size

For all U-9 through U-11 team the maximum number of rostered players is 14. Roster changes can be made during the playing year so long as they are in compliance with Massachusetts Youth Soccer Association (MYSA) and MAPLE guidelines. 

Attendance 

Unless specific arrangements are made with the coach attendance at practice and games is considered mandatory. Attendance is a factor considered in the selection process for the following year. Practices are frequently set up with particular players and specific team strategies in mind, hence unaccounted absences may result in players sitting out significant parts of games.

Punctuality

It is important to prepare mentally and physically for each game. Players are expected to arrive at the game site ready to warm-up no later than 45 minutes prior to the designated start time. Players must arrive to practice ready to begin promptly at the designated start time.

Positional Play 

Coaches determine what position a player will play during the season. There is a balance between personal development of the player and team success which the coach strives to achieve.

Playing Time

Many factors are taken into consideration on playing time. We are playing at the highest level of competition, not recreational soccer. Factors we consider are:

· Response to training, coaching and game instructions 

· Attendance 

· Punctuality 

· Effort 

· Cooperation 

· Attitude 

· Aggressiveness 

· Speed 

· Game performance 

· Endurance 

· Injuries 

· Team needs 

Player Uniform and Equipment

It is the responsibility of the player to pay for any lost uniform and the cost of number screening.  

Players will receive:
Each player will receive home and alternate jersey, home and away shorts, two pairs of game socks, practice tee-shirts (2), practice shorts, warm ups and a team bag. Primary club colors are Cardinal and Green. 

All players are required to bring all uniforms and equipment to games and tournaments. A warm-up suit and other items are optional and available for purchase.

Wear of uniform

A player wearing any uniform item that is not part of the official club uniform during league or tournament play under the team name of the PASA FC will not be allowed to enter the game. Teams cannot adopt or wear any non-club uniform item without approval of the Board of Directors.

Approaching Coaches 
Never approach a coach in anger. Use common sense and wait until the appropriate time where rational discussion is more possible and lashing out less likely.

Personal Conduct & Sideline Behavior (All)

There will be no coaching by parents from the sidelines. This distracts players and may well be contrary to the team game strategy. Yelling at game officials or engaging them in a confrontational manner is detrimental to the values we want to instill in our players. If you must be vocal, only positive encouragement to your team is expected. We may lose the game, but loss of our pride and dignity is far more serious.

Playing up policy 
Players aged U11 and older must play in their age appropriate groups. 
Team Fees

Once a player has signed with PASA FC they are responsible to pay the entire yearly fee. We have designed a inclusive financial structure that allows families to pay a flat fee rather than being asked to cover different costs throughout the season.  Club fees for participation shall be established by the board and be disclosed to players during open tryouts. The payment schedule below covers the entire playing year, which is August 1 – July 31.

	Players/families that fall behind in payments will have one week into an active season to pay their next installment of team fees unless arrangements are agreed to by the Board of Directors, upon a coach’s recommendation. A player may not be allowed to practice or play with the team.


Maximum Fee Policy 
PASA FC will only ask for 2.5 player fees from a given family no matter how many players from that family belong to the club.

Scholarships

The club as a limited amount of scholarship available.  Please speak with your coach.
Yearly Fee reduction or waiver 
The PASA FC Board, upon written request, will consider whether to restructure, reduce or waive a player fee for the playing year. The written request must include adequate information from which the Board may make an informed decision from. Additional information may be requested if necessary. No waivers will be considered for any reason other than financial.
Refunds

Fees are non-refundable, except for those players who are injured and can not play during the year. Injured players are refunded a pro-rated amount of club fees so long as they are officially dropped from the MAPLE and State Cup roster.
